CLUB TOURNAMENT RULES – 2011
It is the responsibility of all competitors to make an effort to ensure all matches are played on time.  Do not leave it until the last moment to contact your opponent(s) - if you are going on holiday, contact your opponent as early as possible.  The following rules apply:
1.
If any matches have not been played by the specified date (shown in red above each round), and the club captain has not been given a valid reason for this, the top named player(s) will be scratched.  

2.
If a match cannot be played by the deadline, and the fault does not lie with one party only, to ensure that the tournament does not fall behind schedule, a coin may, at the club captain’s discretion, be tossed to decide who goes through to the next round.

3.
Each match will be the best of three tie break sets.

4.
It is joint responsibility to ensure that suitable balls are available.  Do not assume that your opponent(s) will provide them.  Share the cost if new balls are used.

5.
Matches may be played at any time, subject to court availability.  Only one tournament match may be played during a club session and only if the court is booked in advance using the book in the clubhouse.
